Topic: The Holy Bible and Scriptures
Description:  What do you actually believe about the Bible, compared to what you’ve been told to believe? What exactly IS the Bible, and why does it mean so much to us as a Christian community?

Topic: Anglicanism, Episcopalianism, and the Book of Common Prayer
Description: A rough overview of Anglican Church history and elements of Anglicanism.  How did the Episcopal Church come to be, and what makes us so different?  What binds us together?

Topic: Churchy Stuff (Sacraments, Words, Why we do things, etc.)

Description: Discipline is necessary in life.
